 Dr. Dorothy Height was a remarkable example of what God can do with a dedicated and committed 

life.  She showed the world that people of color, and particularly women of color, can alter the 

landscape of the nation and the world. 

 

Dr. Height was President of the National Council of Negro Women for more than 40 years and was 

one of the pivotal figures of the Civil Rights Era.  USA Today reported that she was one of the 

bright lights of the Civil Rights Movement, along with Martin Luther King, Jr., Roy Wilkins, A. 
Phillip Randolph, John Lewis and James Farmer. 

 

In 1957 she succeeded the legendary Mary McCloud Bethune as President of the National Council 

of Negro Women and in a short time became a powerful figure for change in her own right.  Often 

she was the only woman in a roomful of men, most of whom lacked no shortage of ego. 

 

In many ways, the sexism of the times excised her from the official photos of major events.  

However, it was her strength behind the scenes.  Whether she showed up in the photos as major 

decisions were made or not, she was always in the picture. 

 

Dr. Height was a friend of Shiloh and visited us many times.  Her warmth and humor were 

infectious and we were blessed to call her our friend. 

 

One of my first assignments upon coming to Washington, DC occurred when she asked me to serve 

as co-chair and keynote speaker of the Black Family Reunion.  That will always live in my memory 

as one of the highlights of my ministry. 

 
Of course we wish we could have kept her with us longer; however 98 is a good old age, and she 

lived it fully.  Even exceptional human beings get weary and she had come to a place where she was 

tired and ready to go home. 

 

God’s word relates that there is a special place for those who have borne their burdens in the heat of 

the day.  On Wednesday evening Shiloh will host a community service in her honor.  We know it 

will be a great going home celebration.  All are welcome to come and celebrate the life of this 

remarkable woman.

Team 
The Communication Ministry continues to take a look at 

enhancing education and the best possible communications 

infrastructure for our congregation. A new team – The Visual 

Media Team – was established within the Technology Sub-

Committee in January 2010 to provide our congregation with a 

robust visual experience during our worship and other special 

services.  

 

The balance between maintaining traditional worship and 
introducing modern technology is delicate. The Team 

customizes slides and uses Easy Worship software to fit and 

complement our Sunday Shiloh worship and other special 

services. 

 

Our Team is led by Christine Barker and Warren Pyles. While 

exploring new ideas and learning by participating in Worship 

focus groups, the Team’s mission is to only use technology as 

a tool to enhance our time of worship and study, and to use it 

in such a way to provide as few distractions as possible.  

 

The Visual Media Team has conducted research and found 

that many churches are experimenting with ways to include 

video into their worship services. The benefits are:  

 

 Attracts younger members to Church and helps retain 

existing members. 

 Viable tool in communicating the message to today’s 

electronic generation. 

 With the visual presentation of scriptures, hymns and 

choruses on the walls, it has a way of drawing 

everyone together.  

 When a symbolic picture flashes on the screen while 

you are partaking of the service, there is a visual 

effect that draws you into the experience. 

 Visual experiences draw the visually-oriented 

believer closer to God during worship service.   

 

The result is that everyone seems to be paying closer attention 

to what is happening in the worship experience. The Visual 

Media Team believes if it somehow brings our congregation 

closer to Christ, then we’re all the better for it. Yet, we don't 

consider the technology the reason we do this. It is a part of 

how we try to hit all the senses, so each member of the 
congregation will remember what they experience during 

worship.
