the20
th
 Congress of the Baptist World Alliance (BWA) in Honolulu, Hawaii. Congresses are held 

every five years, a period referred to as a quinquennium. There are 105 countries represented by 

several thousand attendees. The Reverend and Mrs. George Mensah are also in attendance 

representing Shiloh at their first Congress.  

 

The session opened with a celebration of unity and love that was filled with inspirational music, 

dancing and gorgeous native dress worn by many of the worship participants. 

 
 Monday and Tuesday, the General Council, the governing body of the Alliance met to select 

officers for the next five years, determine program structures, adopt budgets and tend to other 

administrative matters. It was good to see so many new countries and delegates accept the 

responsibilities of helping with the work of directing the BWA over the next five years. President 

David Coffey of the UK, who has preached at Shiloh, transitioned out of the presidency and was 

succeeded by John Upton of Richmond Virginia. David did an outstanding job as leader, and we 

look forward to John building on the strong foundation he has inherited. 

 

Neville Callam of Jamaica, who also has preached at Shiloh, is doing an admirable job as General 

Secretary and continues to ask our prayers as he shoulders the herculean job of shepherding 37 

million Baptists around the world. 

 

The BWA faces many challenges. Financial issues which affect all non profits in this tough 

economy are particularly challenging in that the denominations and churches supportive of the 

Alliance are also facing their own financial hurdles. For this quinquennium, I will serve on the 

audit committee, and our task will be to support the General Secretary by making every effort to 

insure that budgets are adhered to and funds accounted for accurately. 
 

Our hosts in Hawaii have rolled out the red carpet to greet us and done everything possible to 

make our stay pleasant. Hawaii is beautiful and an unexpected benefit of attending the conference 

is an escape from the sweltering Washington summer. However, we look forward to being back in 

the pulpit on the second Sunday and seeing all of you then. May God bless and keep our wonderful 

Shiloh family. Please continue to pray for our safe traveling mercies.
