On this annual Father’s Day observance, we congratulate all the fathers, biological or spiritual, 

who have mentored and cared for their children and their families. Going back to Daniel Patrick 

Moynihan and his infamous assessment that what African American families most need from the 

government is a period of benign neglect, and the subsequent legion of thesis and dissertations that 

have pointed to the matriarchal nature of Black families as the singularly most crucial fact in their 

dysfunction.  Black males have continually been on the defensive for being little more than 

irresponsible studs who have only one desire, to make babies and abandon them to mothers for 

rearing and nurture.  
 

Most of us are aware that the large number of female headed homes in the Black community is the 

result of a number of factors---unemployment, disproportionate representation in penal systems 

and the overt and covert racism of American society. 

  

Having said that, it is nothing short of amazing that so many African American males do function 

as responsible, loving fathers and husbands. The other day I sat on a train and observed a father 

with two small children. One was an infant, the other about two years old. The younger must have 

been ill, because he cried almost the whole way of the trip. The two year old was restless, and 

clearly impatient with his brother’s crying.  

 

The whole two hours the father, without any assist from anyone, remained patient, never raised his 

voice and presented a model of responsible behavior that would rarely be reported in the 

mainstream media. They would much prefer salacious accounts of murder, rape, or robbery. 

 

So, in this non mainstream publication, let me dedicate this edition of the Pastor’s Pen to an 

unknown father on a train who got parenting right, and to the legions of African American fathers 
around the nation who love their families, work hard and represent the best of Christian  

fatherhood. To all fathers who try hard and give it their best we say, Happy Father’s Day. 

 

Also, for our Men’s Day celebration we welcome our own Reverend George Mensah to the 7:45 

service, and the Reverend Matthew Whatley to 10:55. We know both of them will share powerful,

At-A-Glance 

 

June 20 – Sustained Through Encouragement (1 

Thessalonians 3) – Paul frequently sent Timothy to visit 

churches on his behalf.  The Thessalonians were undergoing a 

serious test of commitment and faith.  Encouraging news, 

delivered by Timothy, motivated Paul to continue to pray for 

the church at Thessalonica.  This text shows that Christian 

commitment is sustained in part through encouragement from 
others. 

 

June 27 – Demonstrated in Action (1 Thessalonians 4:1-12) 

– Paul told the Christians in Thessalonia to live holy lives, 

sanctified unto Christ.  In doing so, Paul explained that their 

actions would be pleasing to God and beneficial to the body of 

Christ.  Some of the characteristics that would demonstrate 

their commitment to Christ included love, honesty and 

generosity toward others. 

 

July 4 – God’s Cosmic Plan (1 Thessalonians 5:1-11) – The 

return of Christ will come as a surprise to some but not to 

those who wait for Him.  Paul told the church at 

Thessalonica that Christ has done what is necessary for us 

to live with Him forever and they should use the hope of 

salvation to encourage one another.  God’s plan of salvation 

is embodied in the divine plan for all creation.
