Her ministerial travels abroad include a Plowshares Institute Seminar in South Africa, and serving as a 

facilitator for a World Council of Churches convention in Sao Paulo, Brazil.  After occupying a 

faculty position in Christian Ethics at Wesley Theological Seminary in Washington, DC, she was 

engaged in full-time ministry on the staff of Triumph Baptist Church in Philadelphia.  Subsequently, 

for several years she served as the founding Pastor-Teacher of Living Water Christian Tabernacle, Inc. 

in Philadelphia.  In 2003, the Lord opened the door for Reverend Burgie-Bryant to become the 

Director of Student Formation & Seminary Chaplain at Palmer Theological Seminary of Eastern 

University, where she continues to serve. 

 

Reverend Burgie-Bryant contributed to the book More Power in the Pulpit: How Effective Black 

Preachers Prepare Their Sermons, edited by Dr. Cleophus J. LaRue.  She is also featured in 

Messengers:  Portraits of African American Ministers, Evangelists, Gospel Singers, and other

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 (NKJV)  

 

 The Shiloh Health Ministry was organized in February 2004, 

to promote health and wellness to the Shiloh congregation and 

the Washington metropolitan community.  We emphasize 

achieving and preserving good health through the balance of  

our physical, mental, and spiritual selves.  We encourage 
regular screening for disease prevention, healthy eating and 

life style choices, exercise throughout an individual’s life, and 

appropriate attention to mental health, relaxation and stress  

reduction   Prayer, meditation, and discipleship are integral to  

all of our programs.  We sponsor outreach programs, health  

 

 

 

information  seminars, and exercise classes targeting males 

and females of all ages, health and fitness levels. 

 

We would like to highlight one of our past programs, the Body 

& Soul initiative in 2004 and 2005.  This was a faith-based 

initiative of the American Cancer Society that targeted cancer 
prevention in African Americans and other minorities. We 

were encouraged to:  

 

 Eat 5 servings of fruits and vegetables daily, 

 Drink 5+ glasses of water daily, 

 Exercise 5 days per week for at least 30 minutes and 

the Health Ministry added improve the quality and 

commitment to your daily bible study, prayer and 

meditation. 

 

About 200 Shiloh members participated and benefited from 
this program.  Shiloh, we encourage all of us to recommit to 

these four principles in our Christian walk.  If you are healthy 

and thriving, you are a better disciple for Christ. 

 

Have you noticed the healthy offerings of oatmeal, boiled eggs 

and fresh fruit at breakfast on Sundays?  Please support these 

changes so that it will be profitable for the food service to 

continue them.  We encourage all Circles to offer healthy 

options and water at receptions after Sunday services. 

   

The Health Ministry has promoted regular exercise classes at 
Shiloh, such as Tai Chi, general fitness, self-defense classes 

for women and self-defense classes for senior citizens.  Our 
current exercise class is weekly on Saturdays, 9-10 AM, in the 

gym or racquetball court #1, $5 per class, and all fitness levels 

are invited to attend. The class is taught by a licensed fitness 

instructor from Trinity University, Kevin James, and he 

promises proven results if you attend regularly. 
 

The Health Ministry works with other Shiloh organizations to 

complement their ongoing work.  We have worked with the 

Family Life Center’s Community Partners on HIV/AIDS to 

promote HIV/AIDS screening and prevention at Shiloh and in 

the community.  We have a strong alliance with our wonderful 

Shiloh nurses and with the Men's and Women's Day 

Committees.  We actively support the Shiloh Men’s Health 

Fair, which occurs this year on Sunday, June 19. 

 

The Fourth Annual Wellness Conference for Women was held 
yesterday and featured our exercise class, health information 

specialists, and two outstanding speakers, Dr. Patricia 

Davidson, Cardiologist, and Dr. Miriam Michael, 

Nephrologist.  Special thanks to our speakers, to participants, 

to attendees, and to all members of the Health Ministry and 

congregation who committed time, energy, and funds to make 

the program a success. We are truly grateful to Gwendolyn 

Prioleau, Chair of the conference, and whose inspiration made 

this event a reality.
