Today we continue in our post Easter discussions about the growth and development of the 

church. One can’t help but recognize that those first decades of the church were the time of its 

greatest effectiveness.  One of our scriptures from this week’s Lectionary, the 30
th

 Psalm articulates 

the challenges faced by the church, “Anger may endure for a moment, weeping for a night, but joy 

comes in the morning.” 

  In Acts 9:1-6 we encounter one of the first century’s most powerful stories.  Saul of Tarsus, 

by his own description a Pharisee of Pharisees, had just received permission from the Temple 

officials to travel to Damascus and arrest all he found who were followers of the Way.  Recall that 

the Way was an early designation for followers of Christ.  While journeying on the Damascus Road 

Saul encountered a shining light out of which he heard a voice asking, “Why do you persecute me?”  

The Spirit of the Risen Lord directed him to Damascus where he spent time under the tutelage of 

Ananias, who gave him instruction in discipleship.  The church was never the same after Saul’s 

conversion.  The man who was the most rabid and vicious of Christian detractors became its greatest 

champion and evangelist.  God does move in mysterious ways. 

  The other New Testament text, John 21:1-19, concerns Peter and God’s direction to him to 

witness to the world.  The account states that after the resurrection Peter and the disciples had gone 

fishing but caught nothing.  Jesus called to them from the shore and instructed them to cast their nets 

on the other side of the boat.  After they did this, their catch was so heavy the boat could barely 

contain it.  Jesus cooked some of the fish they had just caught.  After a while the Lord spoke to Peter 

and asked Peter if he loved Him.  After asking several times, Jesus said to Peter, “If you love me 

feed my sheep.”  In saying this Jesus was giving Peter the clear direction to take the Gospel story to 

the world. 

The message of these three texts, Psalm 30, Acts 9:1-6 and John 21:1-19, is that in spite of 

the difficulties ministry may encounter, “anger endures only for a moment, weeping only for a night, 

but joy surely comes in the morning” for all those who are faithful.
