On Tuesday | was pleased to join with a number of African American and Hispanic leaders
right here in Washington to begin a campaign on Immigration reform. The group was
convened by Esparanza for America, an Hispanic organization dedicated to working for civil
rights for all Americans. Esparanza is headed by the Reverend Luis Cortes and has proven
itself to be one of the most effective voices for justice in the land. Each year their annual
Hispanic prayer breakfast is attended by presidents, cabinet members, members of the
legislature and other high ranking officials.

Immigration reform has been placed on the back burner of the nation’s legislative agenda
due to the healthcare debate and the weakened economy. However, powerful right wing
forces have spent a great deal of time and resources driving a wedge between Blacks and
Hispanics over the issues of jobs and amnesty for undocumented workers. The coalition for
the Future of the American Worker (a conservative organization) has developed media ads
featuring an African American who claims that amnesty for undocumented workers is a slap
in the face of African Americans. He goes on to say that the hiring of “low skilled”
immigrants is responsible for a 40% decline in employment for African American men.
Nothing could be further from the truth. The immigration Policy Center released a study
indicating that unemployment rates among Blacks are lower in states and metropolitan areas
with the highest rates of immigration.

African Americans understand bigotry and racism. It is at best duplicitous for the very
groups who have fought so hard to overturn Civil Rights for Blacks and to discredit
President Obama, to be the ones who suddenly have become the champions of Black
workers’ rights. We must not be lured into that trap of pitting one minority against another
to further racist agendas. Those who have suffered from injustice must stand together and
work for the good of everyone. This is what Esperanza is all about, and we are pleased to
join with them in this effort.

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Dr. John Silvanus Wilson Jr., Executive Director
White House Initiative on Historically Black Colleges and Universities

President Barack Obama and U.S. Secretary of Education Arne Duncan have
appointed Dr. John Silvanus Wilson, Jr., as executive director of the White House Initiative on Historically Black
Colleges and Universities (HBCUS).

"We're delighted to have someone with the breadth and quality of experience that Dr. Wilson brings to address the
challenges our HBCUs face," President Obama said. "His expertise and insight will be invaluable to the Department."

As executive director of the White House Initiative on HBCUs, Wilson will work with the presidentially appointed HBCU
Board of Advisors and assist the Secretary as liaison between the executive branch and HBCUs. He also will work with
32 federal agencies that support HBCUs through federal grants and contracts.

Wilson has been an associate professor of higher education at George Washington University (GWU) since 2006, when
he took research leave as executive dean of GWU's Virginia campus, a post he has held since 2002.

He joined the staff at George Washington in 2001 to help develop a strategic plan for the university. Previously, he spent
16 years at MIT, where he served as director of foundation relations and assistant provost. As director, Wilson helped to
lead two major capital campaigns that raised a combined total of nearly $3 billion. In that context, he more than doubled
the productivity of the office he managed and reached a record annual revenue stream of more than $50 million.

"This is a superb appointment. As a graduate of Morehouse College, John Wilson knows well the contributions, strengths
and heritage of our nation's HBCUs," said Dr. Michael L. Lomax, president and chief executive officer of the United
Negro College Fund (UNCF). "In this position, he can now play a central role in ensuring that these institutions are
strengthened in their capacity to help us all meet the challenging goal that President Obama has set--that America will
regain its position as the number one nation in the world in producing college graduates."

Wilson also held several teaching positions during more than a decade in Harvard University's Afro-American Studies
Department, as well as in their Graduate School of Education. His primary research and teaching interests include
advancement and finance in higher education, and the transformation of aspiring college and universities, especially
HBCUs.

Wilson has served as a board member for Spelman College in Atlanta, Ga., and for the Independent Federal Savings Bank
in Washington, D.C. He also has served as an official advisor to a variety of efforts to improve black colleges, including
initiatives led by the Kresge Foundation, the Mott Foundation, and the United Negro College Fund. He has received
distinguished alumni awards from Morehouse College and from the National Association for Equal Opportunity in Higher
Education.

Wilson earned a Bachelor of Arts degree from Morehouse College, a Master of Theological Studies degree from Harvard

University, and both master's and doctoral degrees in educational administration, planning, and social policy, also from
Harvard University.

HBCU Corner

Christian Denominations’ Involvement and Founding
of Historically Black Colleges & Universities

American Missionary Association - The American
Missionary Association was founded in 1846 in Albany, NY
with goals of educating the masses, fostering equality of the
races and spreading a liberalized, tolerant form of Christianity.
Among the organization's notable contributions is the creation
of more than 500 schools and institutions of higher learning
for African Americans. HBCUs founded by or with assistance
from the AMA include Atlanta University, Dillard University,
Fisk University, Hampton University, Howard University,
Huston-Tillotson ~ College, = LeMoyne-Owen  College,
Talladega College, and Tougaloo College. The AMA seed was
planted in 1839 when several of its founders banded together
to secure the freedom of the illegally captured West Africans
brought to the United States abroad the Spanish ship
"Amistad”. The AMA, though primarily white, Blacks sat on
the board and worked to execute many AMA programs. It was
the first benevolent societies to support schools for the newly
freed Blacks in Port Royal, South Carolina, during the Civil
War. The organization worked to establish an educated Black
leadership who could teach and uplift the masses of African
Americans. It created 7,000 Black teachers by 1888.

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Health Ministry

February is Heart Month. The Shiloh Health Ministry reminds
that "anyone who has a heart” should " take to heart" the
following message from Dr. Patricia Davidson, one of the
keynote speakers at the Wellness Conference for Women on
Saturday, March 13, 2010. How to Prevent Your Heart
Attack by Patricia Davidson, M.D. Heart attacks are caused
by the rupture of the cholesterol build up in the artery wall.
The buildup is called atherosclerosis or ‘“hardening of the
arteries”. The arteries of the heart are called coronary arteries.
They are the size of a pencil tip. The buildup begins in the first
decade of life, if you are eating the “usual” American diet.

How to Stop Plaque Build Up

1. Walk/exercise 30 minutes daily for nearly a 50%
reduction in heart attacks, stroke and cancer.

2. Reduce animal intake to lower LDL “Bad” cholesterol
level to less than 100mg/dl. Ideal is less than 70mg/dl
and may reverse plaque at this level.

3. Exercise, reduce salt and weight, to maintain a blood
pressure of <120/80. If not achieved, start medicine.
Instead, use your salt for snow and sore throats.

4. Stop smoking. Use over the counter aides as nhicotine
patches, gum, or lozenges to help wean from your
addiction.

5. Reduce your waist size to less than 31 inches for women
of color and 37 inches for men of color. Fat around the
waist, leads to diabetes. Reduce your overall weight for
lower blood pressures, sugar and higher HDL “Good”
cholesterol levels.

6. Low vitamin D levels are associated with a risk of heart
disease. Check your level. Take vitamin D 100 1U daily.
This also helps the immune system.

7. Omega 3 fish oil supplements or fish help dilate your
arteries and decrease inflammation. Take 3 or more times
a week.

8. Make vegetables and fruit the main part of your meal.
You cannot eat an animal every time you eat and keep
your arteries clear of plaque.

9. Reduce sugar level to less than 100mg/dl. Stop sugary
drinks as soda and juice. Stop refined carbohydrates, the
“white foods”. Use only whole grains.

Atherosclerosis is preventable and reversible. It is not a
natural process of aging, but the choices we make in our
life style. The choice is yours to make.

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A Look Back at Black History Month 2010
at Shiloh

Today, we culminate our Sunday themes for the month of
February. We hope you have observed the African-American
images and symbolisms that adorned our sanctuary and how
they relate to our worship services from a cultural perspective.
To refresh your memory:

@ On Communion Sunday, the theme was Afro-
centricity and Libation (“African-Americans and
Holy Communion”), where we displayed African
symbols and demonstrated the Libation Ceremony of
our African ancestors to illustrate this theme and how
it is relevant to worship and Communion.

@ Due to the inclement weather, we were not able to
give much, if any, focus to the second Sunday’s
theme, From Slavery (“Ah Been Buked and Ah Been
Scorned”) to Emancipation (“In Dat Great Getting’
Up Morning!”); however, we hung banners in
Heritage Hall that reflected this theme.

@ Our third Sunday theme was Civil Rights and Social
Justice. Banners in the sanctuary depicted our
struggle in black/white images of the Civil Rights
MOVEMENT to PROGRESS, which was illustrated
in colored images.

@ Today’s focus (fourth Sunday) is the role and
significance of the black church as the backbone of
black higher education through Historically Black
Colleges and Universities.

It is our hope that our place of worship during this symbolic
expression and time of cultural reflection was meaningful and
found a place of relevance and connectivity in your worship
experience. It is also our hope that you were able to embrace
the flow of our cultural story, from Sunday-to-Sunday,
through the powerful images depicted in the banners.

Lastly, but most importantly, the pulpit and Communion table
were draped with fabric and flowers to reflect the colors
indicated in our Lectionary. We will continue this observance
throughout the church year.

The Father of Black History Month

Dr. Carter G. Woodson served as a teacher and administrator
at Howard University and other institutions. Early on he
learned the need to counter the falsehoods of those he called
“the traducers” of the Black race. In 1915, his campaign to
challenge the mis-measure of African peoples took
institutional form when he formed the Association for the
Study of Negro Life and History. He envisioned an
organization of scholars, teachers and intellectuals who would
unearth, write and disseminate the truth about the African and
African American past. In 1926, Woodson decided to take the
truth straight to the public by establishing Negro History
Week, now Black History Month. This move transformed the
Association, attracting African Americans of all walks of life.
By the time of his death in 1950, Woodson had built the
Association into an organization with branches spread across
the United States. Know today as the Association for the
Study of African American Life and History (ASAALH), it
continues the work of vindicating the race in the eyes of the
world.
